PREDICTATIVE ANALYSIS FOR THE STRIKE SECTOR IN BCBST USING WORLD CLASS LIGHT OPFOR

A simple tool for predicting where the strike sector is set during the Warfighter portion of BCBST is as follows:

1. Take a blank piece of acetate large enough to encompass your unit’s sector.

2. Draw a 1:50,000 scale grid on the acetate and number the grid lines to correspond to your unit’s sector  (see attached example 1).

How to use the tool:

1. I prefer to lay the acetate with the drawn grids down on the table beside my RTO’s.

2. As Indirect fire impacts come in from the Q-36/37 place a colored dot on the grid at the correct grid coordinates.  As the World class Light OPFOR literally shoots their way through the sector when they are in the attack, plotting the impacts of the artillery/mortar rounds will give you their axis of advance, and when they fire PHASE III Fires the strike sector placement is clear (see example 2).  In regards to the false/secondary strike sector, if the plot is kept current, a false/secondary strike sector will stand out due to the placement of the other impacting indirect rounds (a string of indirect fire impacts will not lead to the false/secondary strike sector).
