Responding to an impending invasion, the Gordita National Guard (GNG) forces have left their garrison stationed and have established a defensive belt in the disputed zone.  2 BNs of the Gordita Red Army Movement (GRAM) are operating East of these positions, preparing FARPs, securing key population centers, ambush and interdiction sites to facilitate the invasion of CNA units.  The CNA will most likely attempt to seize the disputed zone and then sue for a peaceful settlement with Gordita.  Use of  WMD is very unlikely.
